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Declaration of commitment for start of work
I hereby commit myself to carry out a hepatitis B and C test before the employment as part of the pre-employment medical examination.
Furthermore, I commit myself to 
· have the first vaccination carried out at my own expense before starting work/service as part of the hepatitis B vaccination sequence;
· submit proof of this vaccination to the university doctor in the context of the university medical examination;
· have the 2nd vaccination required (after 4 weeks) and the 3rd vaccination (after 6 months) carried out at my own expense as part of the hepatitis B vaccination sequence;
If a complete hepatitis B vaccination has already been carried out, proof must be provided by the  pre-employment examination at the university medical institution.
In addition, I agree that during the employment, regular medical examinations are carried out or the vaccination is refreshed in accordance with the requirements of the university medical institution.
I have been informed that I can only carry out my duties if I have carried out the before mentioned examinations and vaccinations.
For the purpose of proof, I agree that employment-relevant results and data is exchanged between the university medical institution and the medical director.
I will report any injury that may lead to infection to the senior university doctor of the university medical institution. This implies an obligate medical examination independently from the normal rhythm of examination.
In case of an infection after taking up work/duty, I agree to the transfer of data between the university medical institution and the medical director.
I am aware that when I work in particularly dangerous areas (e.g. surgery section, dental clinics, labor and delivery unit (LD unit)), I have to know my HIV status and if I have to assume that I was at risk of HIV infection I must consult a doctor to have a diagnostic check-up of my HIV antibody status carried out.
In this context I commit myself to report a HIV infection to a doctor of the university medical institution.
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
